Our 
call in this resource is to act in concert with God to extend grace, mercy, and love to all whom God values.  

 

When we believe the world is worth saving like Jesus, we will act on behalf of Christ to for the sake of the world.  
We will serve others in the same way Jesus served others.  We will speak and act against injustice like Jesus.  We will feed the 
hungry and find ways to change the reasons why people are hungry.  We will help the homeless and find ways for people to afford 
housing.  We will visit those in prison and work to make prisons places where individuals are restored to wholeness.  We will work to 
make love and justice real on earth.  We will do this because the world is worth saving.   

 

The Lenten resource is not just about a spiritual practice for our own benefit.  This resource is about spiritual practices for action.  
This is about moving us from internal practices of faith formation to external deeds of compassion, mercy and justice.  Often we only 
consider generic suggestions about our faith instead of doing what the Bible says. Jesus’ followers in the book of Acts often first 
acted and then began to develop spiritual practices.

What comes to mind when you hear the words, “faith commitment”?  

 

I asked several members at St. Andrew how they viewed making a “faith commitment” during the November stewardship celebra-
tion.  This language is a change from “pledge” and “estimate of giving” that were used in prior years. 
Here are some of the responses:   
¶ “I liked the idea of a “faith commitment” rather than a “pledge” because it has a broader and deeper meaning.  It included 

more than just money---like talking to God about deepening my own faith through worship, prayer and reading the bible.” 
¶ “After receiving the “pledge” card each year my wife and I would talk about how we might stretch our giving.  We also talked 

about the time and talents we contributed.  This year we did pretty much the same with the “faith commitment” card but it 
was a little different.  We said a prayer and asked God to guide us toward more regular faith activities every day of the week.”  

¶ “I always thought pledges were used to make up the budget.  I learned this was not possible because pledges come out at 
only 45 to 50% of contributions.  The budget is based on gifts and contributions received the prior year, add-ons for expected 
cost increases, new programs or staffing.   So, I’m still wrapping my head around the idea that a “faith commitment” is not for 
budgeting but, instead, it might be a pathway for spiritual transformation.” 

¶ “This term “faith commitment” hit home for me when I realized my card will remain sealed and then returned to me, still 
sealed, this fall.  It is really a private conversation between me and God. It encourages me to think more deeply about rela-
tionships---between me and God, with others at St. Andrew, with family, with people in need like the homeless and with the 
environment around me.” 

The Stewardship Team may have caused some confusion by going from “pledges” to “estimate of giving” to “faith commitment”.  
We apologize.  But I think we have landed on a term which reflects our true mission.  That is, to help folks attending our church to 
search for a deeper meaning in their relationships.  

 

Stewardship starts with God and recognizes that all that we have comes from God. As one Sunday schooler put it, “Yea, God made 
my brain, my organs and our planet too.”   Then, as we give thanks and gratitude for those gifts, we are moved to honor God by 
returning gifts in the form of our daily faith practices.  It is the stewardship circle.

In /ƘƛŎƪŜƴ {ǳƴŘŀȅ, young Patricia and her two 
best friends want to buy the boys’ gramma, Eula Mae, a hat for Easter. Since the death of Patricia's beloved babush-
ka, Eula Mae also serves as surrogate grandmother. The children witness an act of racism on the hat shop owned by 
Holocaust survivor Mr. Kodinski. They were going to ask Kodinski for a job to earn money for the hat. Mr. Kodinski 
sees the children and assumes that they are responsible. Ultimately, the children redeem themselves by making 

Pysanky eggs for Mr. Kodinski to sell in his store. He tells them the story of his life and then gives the trio the hat. Naturally Eula 
Mae is thrilled. This is a fabulous and emotionally touching story of an interracial friendship and the children's journey of love 
and service.  

 

In wŜŎƘŜƴƪŀΩǎ 9ƎƎǎ, an old woman named Babushka always wins first prize in the Easter festival for her exquisitely 
painted Ukrainian eggs. When she finds a wounded goose, Babushka takes her in, cares for her until she is strong 
again, and names her Rechenka. As the goose heals, she flies around, knocking over Babushka's jars of colored 
paints and breaking all her Easter eggs. Babushka is miserable, until Rechenka miraculously lays brilliantly colored 
eggs; the old woman wins first prize once more. Babushka's gift for coloring eggs comes across in a splendid array of 

folkloric patterns, minute detail and batik-like paintings in the book.
